Head & torso: Starting with magic ring, work in sc (US), increasing and decreasing when indicated in chart.

Tail: Starting with magic ring, work pattern stitch in joined rounds, increasing and decreasing when indicated in chart. Refer to charts for color sequence.

Finishing: Insert stuffing into head and torso. Insert disposable chopstick at center (to provide a sturdy base), then seam head/torso piece to tail. (Instead of polyfiber stuffing, you may use
pieces of sponge or scraps of acrylic yarn.)
